The European Media Facility in Armenia is supporting Arme-
nian media’s efforts to deal with the consequences of these 
crises. Confronting the power of disinformation and providing 
balanced and trustworthy information is key to continuing re-
covery, building trust between citizens and the state, and safe-
guarding the country’s commitment to a democratic future. 

Professional and responsible  
journalism is the guardian of  
democracy, providing the public 
with accurate and unbiased  
information that empowers indivi-
duals to make informed decisions 
and fosters a more enlightened 
and harmonious society. People in 
Armenia are concerned about dis-
