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YOUSSEF’S MEDIUM JOURNEY - SESSION 2. |. 50 MINUTES

This session can serve as a closing session for an existing MIL curriculum around a specific
topic.

The AACRA Heroes feature in this session, allowing to 'zoom out' from the previous topic
sessions. This closing-reflection on meta level on MIL skills & competencies reinforces the
learning and skills acquired and lead to personal empowerment.

e Overall Learning Outcome:
Participants will be able to use the abilities which are associated with the AACRA
Heroes to critically speak about and use media, thus becoming advocates for Media
and Information Literacy.
